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To the people of Crescent Springs Presbyterian Church,


    First, thank you for being in prayer with, and for, your Session as we met in retreat May 28 to discern God’s will for our congregation.


    We began with reading Paul’s letter to the Philippians and discussed the theme of unity.  We also looked at the Great Commandment (Matthew 22:36-40) and the Great Commission (Matthew 28:16-20).  We also spent some time reviewing the Book of Order, specifically The Great Ends of the Church (Book Of Order G-1.0200), and the responsibilities of church officers.


    When you study the Bible and the Book of Order (BOO), God’s purpose for our church is to Make Disciples, Love God, and Love One Another.  Moving forward, this will be our simple mission statement; along with the Great Ends of the Church as described in the BOO, we will use this to guide us as we plan future direction.  We believe this simple mission statement is one that all members of our congregation can agree upon as our Christian calling. 




















     Friends, it is important for us all to remember that this is Christ’s church and that what CSPC looks like today differs from the past and from the future.  God often calls us to ignore our personal needs and desires for the needs of others.  Jesus asked the disciples to give up everything and to follow Him.  With that in mind, Session will be “blank sheeting” as we determine God’s will for CSPC.  That doesn’t mean that we are forgetting our past, or our traditions.  It does mean that we are open to hearing God’s will, whatever it may be.  What is important is that we do everything for the Glory of God, following both the Great Commandment and the Great Commission from Jesus and holding to the Constitution of the PCUSA.


    Further study of the Bible and the BOO, led Session to decide that we as elders are called to be the spiritual leaders of the congregation and as such, need to take a more active role in planning and leading worship.  Session and the worship leaders will be meeting with Randy quarterly to plan worship.  This will include the structure and content of worship, but also worship themes, special worship services, etc.  We welcome your input and ideas as we try to plan dynamic worship services with elements that speak to everyone.


    We will also be focusing more on the spiritual education of the congregation.  We recognize there are some gaps in the programs that we are currently offering and want to make sure there is an educational opportunity for all members of the congregation.  This will require us to call on other church leaders and the congregation to help lead in other areas in the life of the church.  We will be meeting again in two weeks to determine more concretely what that delegation of leadership will be.
